Assessment Plan

Assessment Plan
To meet international standards and local licensing requirements, assessment is conducted as follows:
1. Unit Tests (25%): Occur after every 4 lessons. These tests focus on high-level grammar (Subjunctive, Perfect Progressives) and vocabulary retention.
2. Literary Analysis (25%): Evaluation of the student's understanding of the "After Twenty Years" story (Module 5), including character analysis and theme discussion.
